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ABSTRACT. This article describes the key psychological characteristics of parent-child relationships characteristic
of families that abuse children. The study involved 106 families. The children were young adolescents, aged 11 to
14. The parents ranged in age from 32 to 61. To diagnose the characteristics of parent-child relationships, the
“Parent-Child Interaction” questionnaire (I. M. Markovskaya) was used, which allows for the assessment of such
parameters as emotional closeness, level of control, degree of conflict, and other aspects of relationships. The
identification of cases of domestic violence was carried out using the international questionnaire ICAST (Interna-
tional Child Abuse Screening Tool), aimed at recording various forms of abuse (physical, emotional, neglect). Sta-
tistical processing of the data was carried out using the nonparametric Mann-Whitney U-test, which is due to the
peculiarities of the distribution of variables and the need to compare independent samples. The study’s results re-
vealed significant differences in parent-child relationships between families using violent parenting methods and
families with constructive interaction patterns. Mothers who use violence are characterized by lower levels of sub-
jective satisfaction with their relationships with their adolescents and lower levels of authority. Fathers who use
violence typically score low on the severity parameter, indicating a lack of norms, rules, and boundaries in their
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relationships with their adolescents. The findings of this study can be used to develop programs for psychological
and pedagogical support for parents in violence prevention programs.
