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ABSTRACT. This is a critical review of the literature on inclusive education in Russia. According to the given
criteria, 154 sources published from 2013 to 2024 were selected in the bibliographic databases of scientific
citation. A number of themes such as challenges in motivational attitudes, educational competencies and
environment were identified suggesting a trend towards promoting a responsible and feasible inclusive edu-
cation rather than universal inclusion. The literature review revealed a number of relevant issues: inclusive
models, motivational and value-based attitudes towards inclusion, inclusive competencies and an inclusive
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environment. In general, despite the widely recognized advantages of inclusive education, this topic is covered
in the literature with some caution and fair indication of its limitations. In this regard, at the current stage
of development of the inclusive trend in Russia, it is more appropriate to use the rhetoric of “responsible”
and “appropriate” inclusion, rather than inclusion “for all”.
